ABSTRACT
This paper is study how the various demographic factors affect the pattern of wealth distribution among non- Muslim elderly in Malaysia. This study helps in improve the knowledge and awareness of Malaysian towards the distribution of wealth according to the existing act and understanding on the wish and will. This study is using primary data which through survey that carried in Klang Valley urban and rural area. According to law, for a non-Muslim that dies without making a will, his estate and assets will be distributed according to the Distribution Act. Therefore, without making a will, a person will not be able to distribute the assets according to their wishes after death. Conventional economics posits that individual behaviors in making bequests are triggered by three dominant bequest motives models namely life-cycle (accidental, strategic and exchange bequest motives), altruism or dynasty bequest motive models. This study shows that health level and gender have significant effect toward wealth distribution to spouse. While for wealth distribution to son, health level, marital status and ethnic have significant effect but for daughter only primary education has significant effect. 
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
