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ABSTRACT

A STUDY ON MALAYAN CHINESE EDUCATION BEFORE 1941

Malaysian Chinese education has its achievements today because since
the ‘Malaya’ era, the Chinese basing on their hard work have increased their
economic power, and further combined resources and manpower from one
another, to build up local Chinese education. If we say that for the past fifty to
sixty years, Chinese education in Malaysia has been influenced by local
cultures and policies and has since become a form of local education, then
earlier developments of Chinese education had been deeply affected by the
political situation in China, changing from private and public schools to
modern schools. Based on this, the theme of this dissertation is on the Chinese

education before the year 1941.

The whole dissertation consists of six chapters.

The first chapter is the introduction. It narrates the research motives,

scope, review of results and research methods.

The second chapter summarizes Malaya’s (The Malay Peninsula and
Singapore) overall historical and political developments, the immigration of

Chinese people, the growth of local Chinese population and the changes in role

of the Chinese on Malaya’s economy.

The third chapter discusses Chinese education in kindergartens,
primary schools and secondary schools plus the development and evolution of
the economy, teaching manpower, curriculum and other aspects of Chinese
schools from the nineteenth century until the year 1941 before the Second
World War started. Early Chinese schools only have a primary school section,
after which a secondary school section would be set up. Before the year 1920,
the British colonial government took a “laissez-faire” policy towards Chinese

education.

In the year 1920, The Registration of Schools Ordinance of 1920 was
issued, stating that all curriculums, sanitation and other aspects of Chinese
schools are required to comply with requirements of the British colonial
government. Implementation of this Act created a great impact on the later

developments of Chinese education.

The rise of feminism in the West first affected China and went on to
affect Malaya. This brought the rise of Chinese education for female, therefore
the fourth chapter of this dissertation analyses Chinese education for female at
the time. Other than emphasising on the teaching of knowledge, the Chinese
also see importance in the continuity of culture. This is the reason this chapter
also probe whether early Chinese education consisted of the passing on of
culture and the role of Chinese schools in the passing on of culture based on

the curriculum of that time.



The fifth chapter analyses the population of Malaya and its economy plus

how politics affect the growth of Chinese education.

The sixth chapter is about the research results. The research hopes to
clear any mist on topics on the origin and developments of Chinese education
and Chinese education for girls. And also hope to understand the impact and
changes on Malaysian Chinese education of the times, economy and policies

through Malayan history.
