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Abstract

The end of World War II to 1963 was a turbulent era in Peninsula
Malaysia and Singapore (then known as Malaya). The returning British
strategy was to concede some form of political independence to its colonies so
as to maintain its economic hegemony. In period of political instability, civil
society was charged with energy; mass movement rose waves after waves; and
youth enthusiastically joined in the enterprise to build a nation. Simultaneously,
this Lefi-leaning political trend was met with repression from the British.
Singapore as a nation gradually emerged in the course of this anti-colonial
struggle; the masses freely joined organizations and societies, Left wing unions

and parties played an important role and assumed significance in this era.

At its inception on 21 November 1954, the People's Action Party, standing
in the frontline of the anti-colonial struggle, crystallized the aspirations of this
generation of youth and went on to become a governing party. However, after it
formed the “self-government” on 3 Junel959, it turned right and suppressed
the masses and usurped the achievements of the Left wing, forcing the Left
wing to form the Barisan Sosialis as an opposition party. At that time, British
still control Singapore. In the ensuing competition between the two forces, the
PAP emerged to monopolize the political stage of Singapore till today and

controls all trade union activities. History has always been written by victors




such that today the Left wing’s history in Singapore is marginalized and its
contribution, neglected. The Left wing’s history is the voice of the people and

relegated to being the “other” - soon be “forgotten”.

From the 1950s to mid 1960s, Lim Chin Siong (LCS) was a houschold
name in Malaya and Singapore. Born into a family of modest means, he
steadfastly adhered to the anti-colonial path, actively participating in student,
labor, and political movements. He was among the early leaders of these
movements and led the masses in their demand for “Merdeka”

(Independent) .In his short political life, LCS was involved in various

different organizations, consciously bridging the barriers posed by race, social
class, language, and educational background. His public speech and political
view called for the establishment of a fair and equal society in an independent
Singapore. As his popularity peaked among the masses, he was perceived by
the British colonial government and Lee Kuan Yew as a major threat to their

power.

From 1954 (when he was 21) and entered the political arena till 1963
{when he was 30) and arrested in Operation Coldstore, till his exile in 1969 to
UXK.,in his 10 year's active political involvement the time he had spent in
prison is longer than his time spent outside the prison. After 1970 his name
completely disappeared from the political stage. Despite the tragedy that befell

him on the on the political stage, the masses still hold him in high regard.




This research attempts to discuss LCS, in the ups and downs, of 3 major

areas - his life, and involvement in left wing unions and left wing political

parties — so as to evaluate the achievements and limitations of a Left-wing

anti-colonial fighter to his era. The significance of researching LSC is to

supplement the position of the marginalized Left wing in Singapore’s
mainstream history. LCS’s trajectory is, but a microcosm of the combined
narratives of all anti-colonial fighters in the establishment of an independent
country. Through this tesearch, one can see the aspirations of Lim and his
friends to bring into fruition, a new nation that is multi-culture and

multi-language with the people as its base.

However, after a short spell of 2 years, Singapore
became separated from the peninsula again. And we have been separated ever since ... Bven
while Singapore seeks closer economic ties with peninsula Malaysia, the two territories has,
since the 1960s, moved further apart culturally. Yet, it would seem that there are signs that
young people on both sides of the causeway are beginning to question the legacies that British
imperialism has bestowed on us.  Let us, therefore, take heart and aspire anew that the
peninsula and the island can come closer together again for this is our manifest destiny! (Poh

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FELRI: Most significantly,the left wing presented candidates for the PAP's third Central
Executive Committee election on 8 July 1956, and won 5 of the 12 position, greatly
strengthening its position.Lim Chin Siong won the highest number of votes,and became the
party s assistant secretary general.Other new CEC members from the left were Devan
Nair,Chia Ek Tian,Goh Boon Toh and TT Rajah.Lawyer Tann Wee Tiong was not identified
with the left,but neither was he anti-left.Like Lee,and often with him, he was the legal advisor
of students organizations.He and TT Rajah were partners of their law firm, The balance of
power was a delicate one.The Singapore intelligence committee reported that Lee Kuan Yew
and Ong Eng Guan were now unable to move without consulting a ‘shadow cabinet,which
included Lim Chin Siong and Devan Nair,and that an organization committee was set up to
improve the internal working of the party. To Lee,this meant increasing centralization of the
party apparatus,whereas Lim Chin Siong was pushing for greater decentralization.The heat
was on;the public was expecting that the re-opening of the second serious of Merdeka talks
would be in April 1957.(FCO 141/7373 Singapore intelligence committee report 4-26 July
