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Abstract

This study aimed to investigate The Use Of Douyin And Beauty Self-Satisfaction Among
Emerging Female Adults in Malaysia. Employing a qualitative approach, semi-structured in-
depth interviews has been conducted with 25 participants selected through a non-probability
purposive sampling method. The practical implications of this research were significant for
government agencies and organizations seeking to comprehend the psychological behaviors of
these audiences shaped by social media consumption. The findings can serve as a valuable
reference for the development of tactical and strategic actions, such as campaigns or policies,
aimed at fostering a healthy norm and mindset regarding beauty standards among Malaysian
youth. The value of this study lies in offering a deeper understanding of the behavioral changes,
perspectives, and effects on youth who engage with Douyin in relation to beauty standards. The

keywords associated with this research include Douyin, Beauty Standards, and Emerging

Female Adults.
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CHAPTER 1
1.1 Background Of the Study

With the advancement of technology and the continuous development of mankind, it is an
undeniable fact that social media is currently the most common yet significant communication
tools in the daily operation of human beings as compared to other new or traditional media, as
such is justifiable by the statistics given from Wong (2023) on Forbes, that a record of 4.9
billion people globally use social media every day, and this statistic is expected to gradually
increase year by year to the point that it is expected to reach 5.85 billion users by 2027. To
further illustrate on the importance of social media in the daily routine of the civilians, it was
found that an individual has the potential of spending “a significant portion of their day — about
145 minutes on social media”, in which if a person average life span is 73 years, a person is
expected to spend “an astonishing 5.7 years on social media platforms” (Wong, 2023). With that
being said, the findings from Forbes highlighted that social media have played an important
role in the daily operation of mankind, to the extent that most individuals would have owned a
social media, and most of them would spend at least an hour a day using these social networking
platforms. Looking into Malaysia context, it was reported that an estimated percentage of “91.7%
of Malaysia’s total populations of 33.5 million” has a social media account, which such has
made up a rough figure of 30.25 million social media users in the country (Commission Factory,
2023). Though the number of users has reached almost all of the Malaysian population, which
is considered relatively saturated with the number of users engaged in these networking
platforms, yet, the total numbers of users would still be gradually increase with “an estimation
400,000 new adults to its populations each year” (Commission Factory, 2023). In addition to that,
statistical results from DataReportal (2022) have also highlighted that the adult population of
social media usage is approaching to a full saturation level at 99.8%, which in other words,
almost every adult in Malaysia is using at least one social media application. Such findings are
justifiable, given the fact that most of the adults; in which researchers Peng, Zhu, Wang and Jie
(2020) has categorized that people who are aged between 18 years old to 44 years old are
considered as adults; are from the generations that born during the rise of digitalization, which
are the Generation Y or also known as the Millennials and the Generation Z. These two groups
of people are considered the digital natives, in which they are “the generations born after 1980
— for their entire lives, they’ve been surrounded by technology, social media, mobile devices,
computers and the internet”, and currently, they have already actively involved in the working

industry, with compromising a total of “38% of the overall workforce” (McClure, 2022). In
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addition to that, it was stated that Malaysia has ranked “sixth in the world for daily average
time spent online at 9 hours and 4 minutes” a day in 2022, and the latest findings in 2023 has
shown that Malaysian only “spent an hour less online” as compared to 2022, which is at 8 hours
and 6 minutes (Commission Factory, 2023). With that being said, it is justifiable and
understandable that why numbers of social media users would gradually increase, and why,
specifically, adults nowadays would actively engaged on social media platform, and why, the
usage and the time spent has also shown a sign of increasing years by years, as social media is
currently the primary operating gears that build connection between all parties in different
aspects and it helps to ensure that the communication between sender and receiver can be done

in a more simplified yet effective manner.

The multifunctional yet flexible features of social media have become one of the
reasons why the generation nowadays would use them as the main operation tools for
communication, as the well-equipped platform has motivated the users to generate its own
contents, allowing variety of messages in different forms, such as text, images, videos and more
to be circulating on the online networking websites. Among the types of contents that are
available on social media, short-form videos , which are “typically less than a minute in length”
are currently the most engaging type of contents, with supporting findings from Wong (2023)
that shows 66% of consumers were caught attention to short form video content, which is 2.5
times more engaging relatively compared to long form video. Such trend is justifiable, as Patel
(2017) has found that the digital native, Generation Y, has an average attention span of 12
seconds, while another group of digital natives, Generation Z has an average attention span of
8 seconds. These two generations of people have made up most of the users on social media,
which such explained why short-form video has become the mainstream contents that appeared
on social media nowadays, as these types of contents are more likely to attract the attention of
their target users and transmit messages in a more strategic manner. Hence, understanding such
pattern of usage and behaviours of the target audiences, Bytedance has introduced Douyin in
2016 which position itself as a social media platform with “entertaining, easy-to-consume
video content” (Joyce, 2022). The supply provided by Bytedance has satisfied the demand of the
younger generations who are digital natives with short attention span, as according to Tsui
(2019), the application has instantly overtaken Facebook and Instagram by becoming the
world’s most popular free 10S apps in the recent years. It is believed that the secret behind the
instant success of Douyin as compared to its pioneer, Vine, is that Bytedance has not only

focused on the China market with its launch in Douyin, however, the company has been
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strategically “capture a wider audience” by creating an international version, which is named
after TikTok (Tsui, 2019). Though both came under the same parental company and share
similarities in terms of features, yet in terms of audiences, Douyin focuses more on Chinese-
speaking audiences while TikTok focuses on variety of audiences globally. Thus from the
findings above, it is understandable that contents from Douyin would be more Chinese-oriented
and the messages available on the platform are able to project the culture and value of that
particular community, as scholar Zhang (2017) has highlighted that culture has a direct
influences on media and society, and a medium who does not undergoing cultural adaptation
of that particular group of people will be expected to lose their target audiences and disappear
out of the market. In another words, it is aware that the contents available on social media has
elements of the belief and value that reflect the community, as to ensure the sustainability of
the platform as well as to increase the acceptance of that target audiences. Allison (2023) has
pointed out that Douyin has achieved a new milestone by having an astonishing 680 million of
Daily Active Users (DAUS) as of August 2022, and the number of users are expected to increase,
with an estimation of 835 million users to be engaged with the Chinese version of Tiktok by
the year of 2025. Such incredible statistics has shown that Douyin is well accepted by the
Chinese-speaking-community, which such alliance with the saying from Zhang, the contents
on Douyin are compatible with the cultures and values practices by the target audiences, and
thus, allowing it to sustain and gaining more fame day by day. Hence, based on such statement
above, it is predictable that the contents circulating on Douyin could well-portrayed the cultural
practices by the community, as it is highly favourable and welcomed by the target audiences.
In terms of audiences analysis, Allison (2023) has noticed a trend among the new generations,
in which as compared to comprehensive multifunctional social media like Facebook, Instagram,
Twitter and more, the younger generations are most likely to prefer short-video contents based
platform like Douyin, as the latter has a strong users base which mostly made up from the
digital natives, with one in every three are under the age of 26. While Sabin-Darget (2022) has
given a clearer picture on the statistic of Douyin users, with 89% of the total users are made up
from adults under the age of 40, with 50.8% of the Chinese community to at least have an
account on Douyin. Not to mention, findings from Thomala (2022) reflected that the China
netzines would spend an average of 108.4 minutes per day on Douyin, positioning the online
media on the top among others competitors and becoming the leading social application with
the highest engagement rate. It is also noticeable that the short-video contents platform has
achieved a remarkable achievement by having its users spend an average of 1,794 minutes

monthly, which is also equivalent to 30 hours. In a nutshell, the findings above have justified
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why Douyin has been highly favourable by the digital natives, and it is expected that such trend
will continue to ongoing for years, as the operational characteristics of Douyin has matched

with the behaviour of the young Chinese users.

The continuous rising of users and time spent on social media are the best indicators
that explained the reliance on the online networking site among the new generations, as study
shows that with social media being accessible everywhere, the adults are online “almost
constantly” on different social application (Baglari et al., 2020). Study from Bjornsen (2018)
showed that the functionality provided by these social media platform has formed a positive
relationship between the emerging adults and the former, as the latter are able to utilize the
online networking platform to develop autonomy, build and maintain connections as well as
explore their identity, in which this process is referred as cyber-socialization, which the scholar
has pin-pointed out that such is particular useful for the new generation especially in an era of
increased mobility in modern culture. Researcher Keum (2022) has also stated that majority of
the users felt more connected to their friends through the virtual interaction supported by the
functionality of social media. In addition to that, as most social media encourage user-
generated-content (UGC) on their platform, the targeted adults are more likely to feel beneficial,
expressive and meaningful, as users could gain information and support through the contents
available online while at the same time being granted the freedom to comment their thoughts
on the posts through the comment features provided, allowing them to have “deeper
engagement with personal social media content that can facilitate connections with others,
enhance self-knowledge and increase a sense of connection between present and past selves”
(Brian TaeHyuk Keum et al., 2022). However, findings from Primack et al (2017) said otherwise,
as the scholars highlighted that the dependency of social media usage on informational sharing
and expanding connectivity may also indirectly resulted in loneliness and self-negativity due
to social comparison with the users on the networking platform, which soon resulted in social
isolation and the increase of feeling loneliness. Similarly, a study on young people from Saudi
Arabia has further justified that high social media dependency may lead to higher risk of mental
health issue, as it was found that the digital natives are “likely to think that something is wrong
with themselves” when the young users compared themselves with public figures that appeared
on social media via UGC contents, especially when they do not achieve the physical
appearances that the online visual aids has portrayed, for men being muscular and women being
tall and slim (Beyari, 2023). Different yet somehow similar to the mainstream social media,

Douyin is commonly used by the new generation for “entertainment gratification” (Yang & Ha,
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2021). Such results of study are justifiable, as mentioned previously, Douyin mainly focused
on short, light-hearted entertaining video generated by users themselves (UGC), in which it is
expected that contents that circulate on the platform would be most likely to be entertaining
and fulfil the satisfying needs of their users to “relax and to be sociable” (Qiu, 2022). In support
of the statement above, scholars Mohamed et al., (2023) highlighted that the platform has
allowed its users to express themselves in different creative ways, which such could boost up
individuals’ self-confidence once UGC contents generated by the users has become trendy and
“TikTok Famous”. However, everything has two sides, the researchers further suggested that
the strong reliance of users on online validations for self-confidence would eventually lead to
the development of narcissism and egoism if compliments continuously to flow in; as well as
insecurities if they are unable to achieve the “fake lifestyle” that they were exposed to on the
social media (Mohamed et al., 2023). The statement given is understandable, as highlighted
previously by scholars, feedbacks from online has been a major force that affected the self-
confidence of the emerging adults’ users these days due to the dependency, hence, it is
justifiable that the contents on Douyin has a direct influence on the confidence and the
psychological behaviours of the digital natives. Similarly, Montag et al. (2021) proposed that
Douyin has helped the users to fulfil different needs such as escapism and relief of pressure
through entertaining content consumption; expressions, expanding social networks and seeking
fame through the features provided by the platform, in which the researchers believe that such
has led to problematic use of TikTok in developing addictive-like behaviour due to the desire

constant validations from the online platforms.

Other than that, Fung and Hu (2022) also noticed that there is cultural consumption
among Douyin users from the dissemination of short videos on the platform. The trend of
“Douyin Makeup” which inspired from Korean and Chinese beauty standards that emphasize
on “long sparese lashses, a lot of pink blush, light lip-gloss, and round eyes” is a reflection of
the Chinese community beauty standards that desire to achieve the “innocent and feminine”
physical appearance (Tamagno, 2017). In addition to that, the goal of having “glass skin” was
popularised among the emerging adults on the social media through skincare or makeup since
2019 (echo, 2023). Thus, it is understandable that the reason behind why Douyin is widely
accepted by the Chinese community is due to the contents circulating online aligned and
matches the culture and belief of the population, and hence is accepted and highly welcomed
by the digital natives of that target group. As the beauty contents and make up trends circulating

on Douyin match with the beauty standards accepted by the Chinese community, hence, such
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contents can widespread easily and popularized among the emerging adults that used Douyin,
forming another wave of culture and social media wave that glamorized such beauty standards
as stated above. To further explain on this matter, it was reported that the hashtag
#douyinmakeup that promotes Chinese “ultrafeminine” look has “massed over one billion
views on TikTok globally” (Song, 2023). The circulation of the trend on the Internet has shown
that the embrace of soft femineity has now become the indicators that define the physical
attractiveness of an individual, in which such would form a stereotypical figure among the
community that female emerging adults should particularly look like this. Researcher Wood
(1994) has once pointed out that the power media upholds the most pervasive and strong
influences in affecting how the general public perceived men and women by further explained
that portrayal of women from media in being soft and feminine has resulted in unrealistic
stereotypical and limiting perception, which such would have the tendency in resulting higher
rate of violence against women due to the misconception of women are inferior as compared

to men.

As of April 2023, it was reported that “60% of the world’s populations uses social
media”, in which such numbers of individuals are also equivalent to 4.80 bullion of people
around the globe (Chaffey, 2023). With the continuous improvement in technology, it is
justifiable from the statement above that the numbers of social media users have skyrocketed
over the past two decades, as now social media is reachable at everywhere, anywhere and
anytime. The key incident that has pushed the usage of social media to its current peak was
during the strike of pandemic, as according to Serrano (2022), there’s a significant rise of
screentime among adults on social media over the past few years, with 60% - 80% of increment
in social media screentime since 2020, where many activities has shifted online and digitalized
with the use of social media due to the strike of pandemic. With that being said, such shows
that the society has ever since formed a high trust on the usage of social media, as the behaviour
of dependency and reliance on the online networking platforms to carry out most of significant
daily operations that formed since pandemic has drastically increased, and thus creating a
strong bond between mankind and social media. Suciu (2022) has noticed that there is high
degree of trust among the current generations towards social media, as social media itself has
provided various of contents that range from informative, educational, entertainment and
inspiration wherever they are around the clock. Thus, from the statement provided above, the
conveniency provided by social media due to the shift towards digitalization on various aspects

and purposes, people nowadays believe on the functionality these online networking
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applications can provide, and hence, allowing the digital gadgets to interfere more in the life
of mankind, to which the extend that people would trust the contents that display on the
platforms. Shorthand (2019) has highlighted the issue of many netzines at this age of time
would allow social media to define them and their relatives, in which 53% the younger
generations would take advice from social media rather their own parents’ advice. In other
words, such has caused a norm in which the generations nowadays would take the informative
contents, messages or comments online rather than from people they know offline, in which
such formed a culture where the most of the time the tech-savvy generations seek “validation
of social media” to justify on a certain issue they are doubted with or challenging their
perception on an issue (shorthand, 2019). Scholar Onifade (2022) has further the consequences
of the statement above, by suggesting that self-worth that formed based on the feedbacks and
validations of online users would encourages more social comparison behaviours, thus leading
the users to absorb that certain culture that has been commonly practice and seen on social

media regarding physical appearance which soon led to conformity due to peer pressure.

It is noticeable that there are a series of behavioural changes among the current
generation when it comes to social media consumption, as the success of Douyin for its short
video contents has justified the facts above. Cox (2021) has highlighted that the new generation,
specifically those who grew up as a digital native, are having shorter attention span as it used
to before, and expectation on fast and immediate results and gratification has also been
gradually increased. Meaning to say, as time passes, people are expecting more shorter yet
comprehensive contents online from time to time, which such would have resulted that the
attention span getting decreased year by years. Though it may seems like a negative trend on
the social media consumption of the users, yet looking into the upside of it, such shows that
the younger generations are more likely to “engage in important conversations around the ideas
that build our lives”, in which the behaviour of users on having shorter attention span could
have helped individuals in filtering out unwanted contents or conversations, but only engaged
with those which the users themselves considered relatively related and significant for them to
create a bond and connection. However, the consumption behaviour of being selectively
engaged with contents that one deemed as important could also be a problem as well, as Cox
(2021) noticed, generations who grew up with social media are more open to receive
validations via online through likes, shares, comments on the networking platform rather than
hearing pleasantries in person. In other words, the active online networking users has a higher

chance of narrowing themselves to only engaged and focus on contents they could gain
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confidence from to feel validated, and to achieve and chase such appraisal to increase self-
esteem, they would engage, consume and follow the online posts blindly, ending up blurring
the difference between Reel and Real and “chasing the illusion” (Cox, 2021). Such statements
above has been supported by Hu (2023), in which the researcher mentioned that the rise of
short-video mobile platform, typically Douyin, has created a stronger engagements with the
current generation as compared to other social media platform due to its content diversity and
recommendations algorithms, and such has granted Douyin to have a strong power to create
influences on the users’ consumption patterns, lifestyles and even social values. Yang (2022)
concluded that Chinese users on Douyin are more likely to be influenced by the contents on
Douyin as compared to US users on Tiktok, which such has projected that the platform holds
a strong impact towards its users due to the seek of validations from the virtual world to satisfy
own confidence and self-esteem. TikTok, which shares similar functionality but with different
languages and target audiences, has also projected how much effects it could bring to the self-
esteem of individuals, as Herbert (2023) highlighted, contents such as toned abs and diet culture
trends has been circulating all over the short-video platform, allowing the young people to be
exposed to videos that featuring people with the ‘perfect’ body and ‘perfect’ life. Findings from
Nuse (2020) has also find the negative association of social media with self-esteem, by
explaining that both upwards and downwards social comparison exist among the users of social
media through the responses from the numbers and responses of “likes”, “comments” and
“share”, which such could led to poorer self-confidence as the former that focus on “other-
oriented” contents would compare themselves with the perfect, idealized and hardly achievable
self-potrayed that does not reflect the reality; while the latter which emphasize on self-oriented
social media use would gain self-confidence from the positive response from the netzines, but
only short-lived as they would sooner become more sensitive towards the feedbacks from the
online world, causing them to be fragile and vulnerable for all sorts of positive and negative
comments as a result of depending on social media validations for self-confidence. However,
attorney Bergeman (2023) argued that having comparison with people online does not only
bring out the negative consequences, as he highlighted, the upward comparison allows users to
have a healthy peer attachment, as ones would constantly seek for motivation and self-
improvement by looking others as an example, though he also suggested that people have
always been obsessive compulsion in evaluating themselves in comparison with others, and
the sense of inferior would flow in when most of the time, upward comparison has been done

and individuals might feel that they are lacking.
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Moreover, the use of algorithm in the operating system of both Douyin and Tiktok in
sending out “personalized contents” to each individual may have increases the chances of users
to keep being shown with similar contents, in which in some way, convincing the users only
the current stereotypical beauty standards are considered ‘normal’(Jacopo Pruccoli et al., 2022).
Such would have led to users who consumed Douyin nor Tiktok to unconsciously planting the
thoughts of “unrealistic view of what a ‘normal’ body looks like”, which will soon lead to low
confidence and self-esteem after failing to achieve the same type of body or life due to upward
comparison (Herbert, 2023). In short, regardless Douyin or Tiktok, it is an undeniable fact that
younger generation nowadays are most likely to engage with contents arousing unrealistic
beauty standards that circulating on the short-video content social application, as the nature of
both Douyin and TikTok satisfy the needs of the new generation that has a shorter attention
span. Moreover, as the new generation are said to preferably seek validations and confirmation
through online, it is possible that the emerging adults would blindly trust and believe contents
on the platform, which such would unconsciously affecting their self-esteem and confidence
due to the difficulty in catching up with the current beauty standards that has been displayed

online.

Even though Douyin started off as a short video content platform, yet over the years
due to the high competition in the market, the parents’ company of Douyin, ByteDance has
been installing different features within the apps, allowing different kind of functionalities to
be serviced to the public in order to create more competitive advantages. According to Wang
(2021), Douyin has expanded its business to a wide range of services, involving to the newly
launched social e-commerce, gaming, livestreaming as well as the short video content, and
among all these functionalities, livestream and short-video campaign received more attentions
from its users, causing a trendy battlefield between the brands to get themselves exposed to
their target audiences through the Douyin application. It is noticeable that Douyin has received
lots of advertisements from various categories of brand, as according to Wu (2019), most of
the revenue generated from ByteDance, parents’ company of Douyin came from selling
advertisement, which has occupied 86% of the total revenue. Though ever since the launched
merge of Music.ly to Tiktok has caused a sensational trend all around the world, yet majority
of the revenue of ByteDance still relies heavily on the publicity generated from Douyin, as
according to Dredge (2023), Tiktok has only contributed 12% of revenue for ByteDance. To
further illustrate on this, it was reported that 90% of ByteDance revenue were generated from

the Chinese market, and out of the 90%, 60% and 26% respectively came from advertising and
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product live broadcasting on Douyin (Sacra, 2023). Thus, such has projected the high demand
of market to advertise using Douyin through its available functionalities, in which short-video
content campaign, advertisement, products selling live stream are expected to be seen more
frequently by the users within the application. Song (2022) noticed that food and beverage and
beauty skincare are two of the top best-selling categories among the remaining 500 categories
of best-selling products on Douyin, with an estimated of RMB 1178 million and RMB 906.7
million generated respectively, which occupied 48% of the total sales combined. The high
traffic on beauty products categories has attracted many cosmetic brands to millions of users
on the Douyin platform, through collaborating with Chinese beauty influencers in creating
contents or live-streaming arousing “tutorials on skincare routines, make up hacks, and
reviewing new products” which were “followed by many Chinese women” (Marketing To China,
2023). These Chinese beauty influencers that has been approached on the platform are usually
the beauty trendsetters for their appearance, which could cause many to be influenced and most
likely to follow and make purchasing decision. With the popularity and strong fanbase from
the online platform, most of the Chinese beauty influencers have the power to “shape the
perception of what is considered beautiful”, and the impact that these Key Opinion Leaders
hold could affect the netzines’ view on beauty, causing the latter to look up on the former when
it comes to beauty standards (Marketing To China, 2023). To further illustrate on this, originated
from Douyin itself, the trend of “Douyin Makeup” has been circulating in other different social
media platforms for its beauty aesthetic in achieving “doll-like, ultra-blushed, and wispy-
lashed”, which most of the time, these trends were set by Chinese beauty creators or celebrities
on Douyin, and sooner, these trends will be normalized to become a practice as most of the
users online are following it according to the portrayal that has been done by these Douyin

influencers (Amara Amaryah, 2023).

With the trend of “Douyin” makeup circulating on different platform, it is
understandable that contents on Douyin as well as the Chinese Key Opinion Leaders play a
crucial role in affecting people’s perception on the current beauty standard. However, most of
the time, these Chinese Beauty Social Influencers only play the role as an agent to introduce
and set the trend of beauty standards which originated from the world of KPOP and JPOP to
the audiences of Douyin. According to Marketing to China (2023), with KPOP and JPOP being
the current sensation among the generation nowadays, the beauty standards from both the pop
entertainment cultures have made a significant impact on the Chinese beauty culture. Such

elements can be found from Douyin beauty makeup trend, in which most of the time, makeup
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was done to achieve a “soft, blurred complexion”, with “glassy skin, high-placement of blush
and an emphasize on doll-like eyes” (Zhou, 2023). The emphasis on flawless skin and dolly-
looked features that has been highly welcomed by the trendsetters and the new generation has
shaped the current beauty standards today, in which to the extent that double-eyelid tapes and
masks have been the top 2 products to be purchased by Douyin users online to comfort and fit
in to the current concept of beautiful by having “glass-skin — clear, radiant, flawless complexion”
(Marketing To China, 2023). Other than that, contents such as tutorials on “skin care routines,
makeup hacks and reviewing new products” by the Chinese beauty influencers was said to be
strengthen the current beauty concept that has been circulating on Douyin, which such has
formed a mutual understanding among the emerging adults that this is the current norm and
beauty standards of the society (Marketing To China, 2023). Aside from the influence from the
pop sensations, the concept of “white, rich and beautiful” which was originated from the
Chinese community’s “long-standing belief” that could be traced back thousands of years ago
from the ancient time, has also been trending among the emerging adults nowadays on the
social media platform (Marketing To China, 2023). The idealisation of the traditional beauty
standards, which was said to be dated back during the Tang dynasty and still have a significant
impact on the current Chinese society as well, focused on achieving pale skin, as pale skin is a
symbolisation of “beauty and status” that reflects that particular individuals are wealthy enough
to “avoid working outdoors in the sun” (Marketing To China, 2023). Such has resulted in the
blindly pursue of fair and pale skin of the younger generation nowadays, to which the extend
of drastic measures has been taken to achieve such beauty standards. DaXueConsulting (2021)
has highlighted that the idolisation of skin whitening through Chinese KOLs, idols, celebrities,
and public figures on the social media platform has encouraged more business opportunities
for marketers and corporations, as there is a strong demand of the current generation to have
lightening pale skin to comfort and fit into the social norms. Products such as whitening
skincare, digital filters and whitening Lasik procedures were introduced to the public to satisfy
with the market needs, however, according to it is understood that Chinese are naturally born

with skin colour that are rather yellowish instead of white (Xiao et al., 2017).

Born as a digital native, it is understandable and justifiable that many findings have
shown that this generation of youth and emerging adults are more likely to be engaged and
addicted to social media usage, as they were taught and exposed to these electronical gadgets
since young, which was during the period where the rising of digital media and skyrocket

development of technology that take place within these past decades. According to the Youth
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Societies and Youth Development Act (Amendment) 2019 (Act 668), youth in Malaysia is
defined as person who are aged between 15 years old to 30 years old (Yunus & Landau, 2019). In
another words, by putting it into the current context, people who are born in the 1990s and
2000s, or also known as the Millennials and Generation Z respectively, fit into the categories
of Malaysian Youth and emerging adults. Academician Munsey (2023) adopted the findings
from psychologist Jeffrey Jensen Arnett by further narrowing down the age group of youth into
18 to 29, which such has formed a new subgroup from adulthood called emerging adults. It
was reported that the age between 18 to 29 is known as an emerging adult due to the process
transition from adolescence to adulthood, which most of the time, people in this age group are
given different directions in life yet still required time to be independent enough to explore
various life’s possibilities and responsibilities, as at the current stage, they shared the
characteristics of “age of identity exploration”, “age of instability”, “age of self-focus”, “age
of feeling in-between”, and “age of possibilities” (Emerging Adulthood Defined | Lifespan
Development, 2016). Looking into details, the characteristics of ‘“age of instability” has
amplified that individuals at this age group tends to have more uncertainties and instabilities in
life, where changes happened “more frequently than other age groups” as emerging adults are
still learning about what they want to achieve in life (Emerging Adulthood Defined | Lifespan
Development, 2016). Hence, based on such characteristics stated above, it is understood that
emerging adults are more likely to open to different knowledges and perspective, and the
constant exposure on contents such as beauty standards via the mainstream social media like
Douyin would shape the stereotypical perception about physical attractiveness, hence, causing
the users who consumed such contents to adopt the ideology during the learning stage to
conform to the social norm. In addition to that, with the first creation and the earliest of social
media network, Six Degrees profile upload services back in 1997, to the later highly sensation
networking platform, Friendster, until today where there are even more variety of social media
blossom in the digitalized era for the mankind to use on a daily basis and operation, such shows
that social media has always been there throughout the growth of the current generation
Malaysian youth and emerging adults, in which such explain why this group of people would
more likely to spend most of their time on social networking site, highly engaged and consumed
to it. Not to mention, during the development stage of these group of people, Millennials and
Generation Z started to develop their own thoughts, opinion and critical thinking. With the high
dependency of technology, the Malaysian youth would mostly be likely to be influenced and

affected by the online contents they consumed on social media, after long period of exposure
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on these online networking site. For instance, taking U.S context as an example, nine out of ten
teenagers use social media platforms daily, and these youth who frequently used the
“automated photo editing tools that use artificial intelligence” to make themselves “in line with
conventional beauty” are “more likely to desire plastic surgery” due to “distorted sense of
validation” (Media, 2022). The same goes to the usage of Douyin among emerging adults, in
which according to Hu (2023), it was found that there was a significant increase of usage on
the online short video content platform usage ever since the COVID-19 pandemic outbreak
back in 2019, as many operation and daily tasks has been digitalized, which resulted more
screentime and reliance on the technology and digital media. The high exposure and usage of
Douyin has led to self-beauty dissatisfaction, as the contents on the video and image sharing
application as well as the algorithm in suggesting similar posts has engaged its users to
constantly compared themselves with the visuals that has been presented online, causing an
“upwards appearance comparison” by comparing themselves with influencers or celebrities on
Douyin (Hu et al., 2023). In addition to that, as mentioned previously, the new emerging adults
which grew up together with the development of technology seek for confirmation and
validations more from the social media, in which such would strengthen the possibility of the
new generations to compare, adapt and practice the beauty standards that they have been
exposed to on Douyin, resulting in low-self-esteem and endless chase on the constant changing

beauty standards scenario.

1.2 Problem Statement

Though many studies has showed the significant impact of social media and Douyin towards
the beauty dissatisfaction among the emerging adults, yet scholars Dhadly et al., (2023) shared
different point of view, by sharing that there are possibility of beauty satisfaction being
increased by constantly being exposed to contents that showed the stereotypical beauty
standards of societal idea on TikTok, yet such can only be achieved depending on the type of
content being viewed and the way the user generated content addressed out the message on
beauty standards, else, based on the findings from the researchers, emerging adults experienced
a decline in body satisfaction after being shown beauty-related TikTok videos for five minutes.
Findings from Xu et al. (2023) also showed that the application of beauty filters that are
available on social media, in which in line with society’s beauty standards with smooth skin,

enhance big lips and eyes, sharp contour nose and jawline, high cheekbones and so on have
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consequently motivated the users to get cosmetic surgery to look like their filtered counterparts
due to high beauty dissatisfaction on their appearance. The strong desire and desperateness of
the younger generations in achieving the extreme beauty standards has also been portrayed
among Chinese social media users, which such can be justified from the incidents below, as
according to the Sixth Tone (2022), many young parents has started to purchase products in
hoping with changing the physical features of their children, in which the article described “In
China, a growing number intervention are taking drastic measures to ensure their infant
children conform to traditional beauty standard”. Such behaviours are believed, due to the
members of society in China that thinks “a child’s future success will depend on their physical
appearance as much as their education”, and hence, the young parents would start intervening
early (Tone, 2022). To further illustrate on this, the article reported the case of Li Zhenzhen
sealing the lips of his son with medical tape, as the mother was convinced that breathing
through the mouth would “damage” the appearance of his infant (Tone, 2022). To understand
the context even deeper, Peking University Department of Social Science has conducted a
survey in 2016, in which the results shows that almost 85% of Chinese women have felt
“anxious and easily influenced by the negative comments on social media platforms” if they
did not manage to achieve the extreme beauty standards that has been shown on the Internet
(Wu, 2020). The strong desire to become the “ideal” beauty has motivated many to take up
dangerous and extreme procedure, in which some would go through what LiZhenzhen had
done, whilst some would take the procedure to go through many times of plastic surgery
procedure to meet the Chinese beauty standards portrayed on social media and agreed by the
majority of the Chinese, “porcelain skin, sharp chin, high-nose-bridge and doll-like eyes”, and
for Zixin’s case, she would go for more surgical procedure to achieve the endless trends of

beauty standards, as she’s currently still “not satisfied with how she looks” (Wu, 2020).

In a nutshell, it is noted that the usage of Douyin has the possibility of bringing impacts
towards the emerging adults who consumed the short-video platform in the aspects of mental
well-being due to the portrayal of beauty standards on the applications. From constant exposure
of stereotypical soft feminine physical features due to the operational system of Douyin with
algorithms by constantly suggesting personalized video based on the users’ online activities, to
the desire of being validated through online community to gain self-confidence on physical
attractiveness, such has indirectly affecting the youth’s mental health, in which has lead to the
extend of persuading them to go with dangerous measures to cope with the extreme beauty

standards formed by the social media, and such has shown an alarming sign that the unrealistic
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beauty standards needs to be ceased before shaping a generation in Malaysia who will develop
low-self-esteem and self-beauty dissatisfaction due to these online contents, in which such
serve the rationale of the study. Thus, with such studies above, it is clear that the advancement
of technology such as artificial intelligence and algorithm has allowed more and more contents
with conventional extreme beauty standards to be promoted to Malaysian youth and emerging
adults more frequently, not to mention that these digital natives are active users of social media,
particularly with the rise of short-video online networking platform, Douyin, such has foster
the issue of self-satisfaction on beauty even more among the young digital generation, due to
the seeking of acceptance and compliments from online community from the result of upward
social comparison at the age of emerging adulthood that shared the characteristics of exploring
more possibilities to learn and be better, however, of conforming and achieving the standards

that has been set by the society on facial features.

Hence, with such reasonings above, it is significant to highlight that research needs to
be conducted in order to understand the impact of Douyin usage on Malaysian emerging adults,
as past studies have reflected that the consumption of Douyin has a direct influence on the
beauty standards of the active users of this generation, in which consequently influenced the
beauty dissatisfaction and self-esteem. With that, a problem statement has been developed to

carry out the research as follows:

e Problem Statement:
The emerging female adults in Malaysia beauty satisfaction are influenced by their

exposure on Douyin

1.3 Significance of Study

As this analysis will serve as the first study that focuses on non-western context, it is expected
that the outcome of the research is able to provide a better insight on the psychological changes,
perspective and even the effect towards the emerging adults who consumed Douyin in the
aspects of beauty standards, in which such knowledge gained could be contributed to future
academic research study. In addition to that, as most of the available research done that focuses
in Malaysia contexts on beauty standards and self-satisfaction studied about TikTok rather than
Douyin, thus, this study will be served as the first research that would particularly look into the
effect of Douyin on the self-beauty satisfaction of Malaysia female emerging adults for future

references. Nevertheless, as per mentioned above, with the social reality that has been formed,
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which soon has turned into a culture for a particular society in valuing the mainstream beauty
standards and putting appearance as the top priority above anything else, many individuals has
proceeded to done dangerous procedures in order to achieve these unrealistic beauty standards
that has been circulating on social media. The case study of Li Zhenzhen and Zixin has well
reflected such concerned, which both of their behaviours and perceptions change on beauty
standards are the results of one of the Chinese social media consumptions. With that, it is
noticeable that the outcome of the study could be contributed for industrial implication, in
which the findings can be used as a reference for government agencies or organisations to
understand the psychological behaviour of these audiences as the product of social media
consumption, so that tactical and strategical actions or proactive such as campaign or policy
can be carried out to shape and build a healthy norm and mindset on the beauty standards
among Malaysian Youth. Nevertheless, the operations of Douyin with the use of algorithm have
caused many similar contents to be kept suggesting to the audiences, in which repetitiveness
of exposure on unrealistic beauty information could have worsen the potential risk and
consequences as per mentioned by the past studies such as lower self-beauty satisfaction and
lower self-esteem due to social comparison that is hard to achieve. With that, the findings of
this study are able to provide an insight for the relevant authorities to review the current policy
on the operations and functionality of Douyin as well as other social media platforms, so that
actions can be taken and the possibility that leads to such negative outcomes as highlighted by
the past researchers could be avoided and ceased. With that, three research question are

generated to conduct the research as follows:

1. What are the influences of Douyin consumption on the beauty self-satisfaction
among emerging female adults in Malaysia?

2. What are the causes that affect the beauty self-satisfaction of emerging female
adults Douyin users in Malaysia?

3. What are the psychological affect on the beauty self-satisfaction after the

consumption of beauty contents on Douyin?
The study will also focus on three research objectives, which inclusive of:

1. ROI1: To examine the relationship between sociocultural influences on the
beauty self-satisfaction among the emerging female adults in Malaysia
2. RO2: To investigate the relationship between social comparison and self-beauty

satisfaction is mediated by psychological functioning
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3. RO3: To study the relationship between self-beauty satisfaction and self-

confidence after the consumption of Douyin’s beauty contents

1.4 Scope of The Study

As Douyin is a Chinese based social media short-video content creation application, the study
will thus focus on Malaysian community who use the application and understand Chinese. The
application can be found online and accessible without geographical limitation, and with that,
the research will cover participants of all geographical area of Malaysia, as long as the
participants fulfil the requirements of being Malaysian, understanding Chinese and has been
an active user of Douyin. Aside from that, as per mentioned by Youth Societies and Youth
Development Act (Amendment) 2019 (Act 668), youth or also emerging adults are defined as
individuals who are aged 30 years old and below in Malaysia (Yunus & Landau, 2019). Whilst
for the demographics of Douyin, it was found that 60% of its users are aged under 30 years old,
with 56% were female, and 44% were male (liiany, 2020). Not to mention, quoted by Hochberg
and Konner (2020), emerging adults are defined as people who aged between 18 to 29 years
old. Looking into content wise, it was found that Douyin top the chart board by being the
number 1 Chinese online social media platform which received the most marketing budget
from beauty and cosmetic brands (BeautyTech.jp, 2022). Such has reflected on the significance
of beauty contents on Douyin, as the investment from beauty brands has shown the potential
of the Chinese short-video platform in selling their beauty products. With that, the scope of the
study will be focusing on Malaysia female emerging adults that aged between 18 to 29 years

old and consumed beauty contents on Douyin.
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CHAPTER 2
2.1 Douyin and Its Usage

With the rise of digitalization, it is an undeniable fact that the quality and services of social
media has been constantly improving to provide greater users experiences as time passed, by
adding more features to the online networking applications to that covers comprehensive
functionalities. Fung and Hu (2022) highlighted that the debut of Douyin has marked a new era
of social media usage, as there is noticeable change in the content creations from creators,
contents consumptions and cultural productions among the new generation. For instance,
unlike the regular social media, the rise of Douyin has cultivated the culture of communicating
through generated short videos among the young adults. With that, Douyin is not only a
“important source of social entertainment and culture consumption”, but it also acts as an
important communication channel that allows its users to interact with one and another on the
platforms (Fung & Hu, 2022). To further illustrate on this, the researchers has explained how
Douyin has been appealing to the emerging adults, by explaining that the features provided by
the short-video applications has given them spaces to demonstrate their creativity to express
thoughts and opinion for exchanging ideas online among one and another, allowing social
networks to be built (Fung & Hu, 2022). Similarly, Gao (2023) also shared the perspective that
the creation of Douyin has encouraged the tremendous desire for sharing among young people.
As the new generation was born in an era that allows two way communication through different
platform, in which such has contributed to the cultivation of self-expression among the
emerging adults, thus the invention of Douyin has given the latter more opportunities to express
themselves through quality content creations via social platforms, allowing them “establishing
their persona on the network and initially building their social status” (Gao, 2023). Different
from the researchers above, Yang (2022) argued that there are a distinctive different in terms
of the usage of Douyin based on gender, as it was found that female would use the short-video
application with communication intention, while male would most likely use it for entertaining
and functional purposes. Results from Yang’s research also highlighted that most of the
participants who used Douyin are most likely to follow influencers who create contents related
to fashion, beauty and food, which such results has projected the young generations values the
importance of appearance with its role of being “significant consumers of beauty and fashion
products” on Douyin shop (Yang, 2022). In support of Yang, Huangd & Ouwerhand (n.d) also
stated that the most trending category of contents is make-up, and users on Douyin are more

likely to purchase makeup related products as influenced by the contents that are available on
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the short video platform. The key findings from the researchers also showed that social media
influencers and key opinion leaders (KOL) has played a big part of Douyin’s growth, as the
contents that were created helped the younger generations to be engaged, thus boost the usage

of Douyin to become sensational (Huang & Ouwehand, n.d.).

In a nutshell, it is clear as sky that most of the users on Douyin would engage with beauty-
appearance related contents due to the high percentage of female users as well as the norm of
contents creation on the application. Female emerging adults would use Douyin as a platform
to communicate thoughts and exchange ideas related to fashion and beauty with one another.
Together with the facilities provided by Douyin that has provided more flexibility and space
for creative content creation, such has encouraged more engaging contents related to beauty to

up burst and circulating on the short-video content platform.

2.2 Douyin’s Beauty Algorithm

Recent years, the unicorn startup company that based in China, ByteDance, has garnered many
media attention globally for its shocking rising usage of Douyin and Tiktok among the current
generations nowadays, as the world is curious about the operating secrets behind the success
of these two mainstreams applications that has become the top social media that preferred by
the emerging adults, retaining “No 1 spot in global downloads” for both of short-video content
platform (SCMP, 2021). Zhao (2021) analyse that the incredible growth of Douyin is highly
associated with the use of artificial intelligence in its operation, with the power of
recommendations algorithm that studies the consumption behaviours of its users, and thus,
recommend more accurate and personalized contents to fully meeting the users needs, which
such leads to higher users’ satisfaction and dependence on Douyin. Academicians Qin, Omar
and Musetti (2022) had also shared similar standpoints as the former, as it was reported that
the functionality of algorithm in tracking down the personal data helps the system to spoon-
feed videos to the users, so that the existing videos available in the platform could attract the
attention and concentration of users, and thus increase the enjoyment and pleasant experience
of users on the social media application, which such contributes to longer time spent on the
short-content-video application. Both papers above highlighted that the application of
algorithm in the operating system in Douyin has a direct impact on the time spent of users on
the application, as the cravings needs for contents were satisfied due to the personalisation

strategies that has been done by the Al. Meaning to say, algorithm plays a significant role in
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the engagement rate of users towards Douyin, by constantly exposing users with contents they
are interested in. With the increase of usage on Douyin due to high engagement rate as well as
constant personalized contents that has been narrowed down by the algorithm, it is expected
that the users are most likely to continuously being exposed to similar contents with a longer
time span. Researcher Filippone et al (2022) addressed that the increased by the time of
exposure is linked to problematic internet use, in which such refers to uncontrolled use of
Internet to the extend increase in impulsivity and affecting the user’s real-life behaviour. In
other words, the amount of time spent on social media is highly associated to the effects of
user’s behaviour in real life. Nevertheless, social media in the recent years has also filled with
contents that largely convey cultural ideas regarding attractiveness and thinness through videos
which can lead to “body shame and appearance anxiety”, especially among emerging adults
who are most likely to be constantly expose to this type of content could further develop “body
dissatisfaction that can lead to compulsive practice of physical exercise related with excessive
dietary control” as an efforts to lose body fat and appear in line with the thin female ideas
(Filippone et al., 2022). Put into the current study context by taking TikTok, which function the
same as Douyin as an example, Mihaylova (2021) noticed that the beauty self-satisfaction and
self-confidence of emerging female adults have an association with the way Douyin process
with beauty contents on the platform. It was reported that the more the physical features from
user generated content align with the current societal beauty standards, the more likely the short
videos will be appeared on TikTok “For You Page” and suggested to different users across the
applications. The viral sensations and fame due to “symmetric face and other defining features™
that guarantee the success of users on TikTok would eventually help to boost up the self-
confidence of the users who generated the contents due to online validations, while for those
who have been exposed to such contents would perform a upward comparison due to the desire
of becoming famous, as TikTok would promotes video contents with “beautiful people
determined by the app” and providing “more chances to become famous and get more views”
(Mihaylova, 2021). Mihaylova (2021) has further elaborate on TikTok’s beauty algorithm, by
giving example of the success of TikTok social media influencer, Bella Poarch, who have facial
features of fair skin, small noses, big eyes, small face shapes, and plump lips, that gone viral
on the application for its cute facial features that matches the societal beaut standards. The fame
of Bella Poarch has reflected that TikTok algorithm would define users who have such physical
features as beautiful, hence, constantly promoting videos that featured users who achieve such
beauty standards, which is why the researcher argued that there are a “lack of diversity because

the same traits consistently appear”, which such has formed the perception that only having the
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same physical appearance as stated above and recognize by TikTok are considered as beautiful

and attractive (Mihaylova, 2021).

With that being said, it is understandable that with the current generations has a higher chance
to be affected by the contents that has been displayed and shown to them on Douyin, as the
algorithm of the application provided enjoyable experience that satisfied the users’ needs, the
emerging adults would subconsciously spend more time on the application, which such could
resulted in constant exposure to certain type of contents, which in today’s context on Douyin,
appearance related contents, and thus affecting their real-life behaviour. Not to mention, with
the operational function of how beauty algorithm of Douyin works, users are consistently being
reminded with a particular beauty standard, which such could resulted the changes in beauty

self-satisfaction for those who aligned and for those who didn’t.

2.3 Beauty Standards

Physical attractiveness has always been the centre of discussion among the Asian community,
as pointed out by Madan (2016), though it is understandable that the desire to be beautiful runs
throughout the world, however, comparatively, Asian has higher unhealthy obsession with

beauty to the extent that it relates with the success of career, mental health and social currency.

Analysis from Harmermesh and Biddle (1993) on beauty and labour highlighted that attractive
people are often being perceived as an elite and talented, which help them to get the job easier.
The controversy of China in hiring a “super cute, pretty nine-year old girl” to lip sync to the
original voice of a “less attractive child” with “crooked baby teeth and chubby face” in 2008
Beijing Olympics was the best example that reflected the value that the Asian community held
for physical attraction (Madan, 2016). With the continue emerging of social media as well as the
rise of the digital natives, many younger generations would look up on the online platforms to
understand the current beauty standards in order to fit in and conform, as mentioned previously,
appearance and visual play a significant role among the Asian public. Piccoli et al (2021)
defined beauty standards as the ideals of physical attractiveness within a culture and the
prescribe of “what to look like” and approve that “look”. In other words, beauty standards are
benchmark formed by the social norm that describe the criteria of an attractive person. The
study from the researcher has pinpointed our that media, regardless of traditional or new media,
has a great influence in creating the beauty standards accepted by the society, as the portrayal

of “sexually attractive women” with “idealized and unrealistic bodies” as the beauty standards
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for women has been constantly shown on media, causing more people to be exposed with such
ideologies, and thus, forming a norm which normalized such perspective as the beauty
standards of this generation (Piccoli et al., 2021). On the other hand, academicians Kaur et al
(2023) sees beauty standards as a measurement on body shape, facial proportions, height and
weight set by human nature to strive for the conformity of their socio-cultural and political
systems. The perspective shared has justified the significance role of beauty standards played
in the current society, as people nowadays value appearance to the extend which they would
“deceive others by using clothes, makeup, and other methods that keep exerting pressure
towards seeing attractiveness a normative feature in the society” (Kaur et al., 2023). The rapid
growth of beauty products throughout the years in the business domain has further shown the
value of beauty in the society, as quoted by researcher Kaur et al (2023), such has suggested
that women still must use beauty to gain capital, which is why beauty works in this system.
Sharing similar perspective, Jung (2018) mentioned that the demand for beauty industries has
shown a significant increase over the years, which such has shown the significant of physical
beauty and the pressure to maintain feminine identities among the Asian emerging adults. Many
females were reported that efforts in changing their appearance on a daily basis through beauty
products due to the difficulty “to obtain the cultural standards of the ideal beauty” or extreme
measures such as “invasive or non-invasive cosmetic surgeries” has been carried out to
conform with the ideal image that matches the beauty standards of the norm (Jung, 2018). To
further illustrate on this, the significance of physical appearance has also been demonstrated
through the high selling demand of beauty products, by generating approximately RMB 906.7
million, contributing 70% of the total sales as combined with food and beverage (Song, 2022).
The data gathered above has shown that emerging adults’ users of Douyin are well aware of
the appearance, as resulted from the study of researchers, Highhouse et al (2022) showed that
video contents related to fashion and beauty tend to receive highest average number of
comments and likes, with an average of 2.9 million. The beauty content available in Douyin
projected how the society perceived the definition of beauty, as stated by Lotti (2018), the
ideology of beauty standards accepted by the Chinese community has been shown through
different media with images that depict female bodily representations, with pointed chin, slim
cheeks, high-bridged nose, big eyes and fair skin, in which such has been exposed to most
women to further pursued as ideal appearance. Jung (2018) further justified on the reasoning
that shaped the Chinese beauty standards on women, as according to researcher, the Chinese

community expects women to possess physical beauty according to an Anglo-European
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standard, which such was a result from the influences from Western media back in the days.
Cosmetic surgical procedure such as double eye-lid surgery has become a norm for many
emerging adults to go for , as it helps to create a “wide, open and deeper eye” that half East
Asian lack off (Lotti, 2018). Furthermore, celebrities like Fan Bingbing and Angelababy who fit
in the stereotypical beauty standards that demonstrated on Chinese social media has been seen

as the ideals physical appearance of women to pursue with (Lotti, 2018).

All in all, with the constant portrayal of the beauty standards of Chinese through Douyin, it has
exposed Douyin emerging adults’ users with the concept of having big eyes, sharp and slim
face, high-bridge nose and a fair skin as the ultimate measurement of being defined as beauty,
thus, forming a common understanding that such are the criteria for being appealing. Not to
mention, together with the pressure of the Asian community in glorifying the significance of
physical appearance, such would assert more pressure on the female emerging adults, which

affect their self-beauty satisfaction and self-esteem.

2.4 Self-Beauty Satisfaction

Though based on the findings from Kartika (2021) showed that the understanding on beauty is
very subjective and varies according to culture and background, yet it is undeniable that beauty
is commonly portrayed as appealing and attractive physical attributes that involve body shape
and facial appearance. With the high usage on social media applications like Douyin nowadays,
the chances of female emerging adults to be exposed to contents related to stereotypical beauty
standards would gradually increase, which such could resulted in lower level of self-beauty
satisfaction, in both body and facial appearance. However, Kakar et al (2023) found out that as
compared to Western country like Australia, emerging female adults in China and Malaysia
were reported to have lower levels of appearance satisfaction rather than on body satisfaction.
In another words, Asian female young adults think “great importance is placed on physical
appearance” (Kakar et al., 2023). Such statement above is justifiable, as supported by Samizafeh
& Wu (2018), it was reported that facial physiognomy and facial features are associated with
self-confidence, marriage and career in the community of China and Asia. Thus, it is
understandable that contents on Douyin as well as the female users on the short-video
application would focus on more physical facial attributes, as it has been tightly connected with
the life on an individual, which such explained why many procedures or cosmetic products

involving facial would receive such high amount of attention on Douyin. Statistics provided
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by China’s Beauty Industry (2023) has proven the statement above, as the data showed the top
5 most sold beauty items on Douyin as of 2022 inclusive of facial masks, skincare sets, serum,
lotions and beauty devices. The desire and action of conforming into the stereotypical beauty
standards through different efforts can be understood from oneself beauty satisfaction on facial
apperance, in which such can be understood as “how a person see themselves right now (actual
self) and how they wish or want to look (ideal self)” (Kakar et al., 2023). With the constant
exposure towards the female emerging adults with the stereotypical portrayal of ideal women
through mainstream media like Douyin, users who has higher consumption on the application
are more likely to unsatisfied with their current features, as stated by Henriques & Patnaik
(2021), the images shared on media has a strong influences on the users who consumed it,
resulting in the female emerging adults unconsciously undergoing upward comparison as it
means that they need to improve their current features, thus leaving them unhappy with their
current features and doubting their self-worth. The researchers also further pin-pointed that
makeup is one of the procedures in which many young adults would go for in order to “beautify
or change the way one looks either artistically or to conceal flaws” so that it could conform the
high societal expectations on physical attractiveness and achieve higher self-beauty satisfaction
through online validations such as “likes, followers and comments to uphold a perfect and
stable image of themselves” (Henriques & Patnaik, 2021). Scholars Selimbegovic et al (2019) has
also further justified with the statement above, by reporting that sensational media hold a
powerful role in disseminating unrealistic beauty standards among female adults, producing
negative self-relevant emotions, cognitions and behaviours due to low self-beauty satisfaction
on themselves, thus developing low self-esteem. The failure to “meet high standards” lead to
“aversive self-awareness and negative emotions”, which in another words, the self-beauty
satisfaction would be affected if one’s has not able to achieve the expectations set by the society

which formed through social media (Selimbegovi¢ et al., 2019).

In a nutshell, it is understood that the media portrayal on women is an effecting factor on female
self-beauty satisfaction, as actions of purchasing skincare and cosmetic products to chase the
high beauty standards that formed through online applications like Douyin has well-
demonstrated the desire of women to seek validations via these social media platforms. Failure
of achieving the ideal facial appearance which generally expected by the society that formed
through social media would lead to low self-beauty satisfaction as a result of feeling

unconfident and low self-esteem.
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2.5 Social Comparison Theory

Highlighted previously by scholars Henriques & Patnaik (2021), the portrayal of women on
social media which formed the beauty standards among the society has caused an upward
comparison among the users who consumed such content, causing them to unsatisfied with the
physical appearance, and thus leading them to doubt their self-esteem. Not to mention in a
community like Asia which values physical appearance as part of important elements in life,
the failure of achieving such so would further contribute to negative emotions of women who
exposed to such ideology. Researchers McComb & Mills (2021) has related such situation with
social comparison theory, by further explaining that the desire of women in achieving the
idealized appearance shown on social media has unconsciously made them to undergo upward
appearance comparison, which such has subsequently resulted in lowered confidence, and
increased in appearance dissatisfaction due to unable to achieve the physical look. Social
comparison theory, which defined as “individuals assess their value in terms of how they
compare to others” has been commonly used in existing study that investigates about self-
beauty satisfaction (Miller et al., 2015). Such can be seen in research from Fioravanti et al (2022),
in which the scholars highlighted that the results which showed dissatisfaction of emerging
adults on appearance were due to viewing idealized images on social media platforms, and
appearance social comparison has significantly mediated the effect. Similarly, Park & Ko (2011)
has mentioned that social comparison theory has been a useful theoretical foundation that
associate individual’s physical social ideal of physical appearance that was formed by mass
media, and the consequences resulted in the responses of individuals inclusive of changes self-
esteem. While it is understood that social comparison is highly associated with one’s self-
esteem, academicians O’Brien et al (2009) has worked on specifying the theoretical
understanding into more details, by classifying the theory into upward and downward physical
appearance comparisons with a scale of measurement. In the article, it was said that upward
physical appearance comparisons were done when “people tend to make appearance
comparisons with more attractive targets, and that these comparisons result in dissatisfaction
with the self and adoption of risky compensatory behaviours”, in which most of the time, peers
or models are “perceived as relevant targets for comparison” (O’Brien et al., 2009). Contradictory,
downward appearance comparison can be understood as “comparing one’s physical appearance
with those perceived to be physically inferior or less attractive” which leads to a more positive
feeling about themselves (O’Brien et al., 2009). Putting into the research context, which with the

comparison being done between women portrayal on Douyin that formed the stereotypical
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beauty standards of the society and one true self, it is clear that upward physical appearance
comparison is being applied into the context. Such can be further justified based on the findings
from Franzoi et al (2012), in which the scholars indicate that female emerging adults have a
higher chance to rely on upward social comparison when it comes to evaluating their physical
appearance due to the greater cultural fixation that perceived women as a beauty object.
However, the failure and pressure of achieving the beauty standards portrayed by social media
through upward social comparison could have resulted the changes of self-beauty satisfaction.
Such has been further justified by research that highlights, female emerging adults “should
experience more” dissatisfaction on appearance and have “have more pessimistic expectations”
throughout the process achieving appearance perfection, which is hardly to be done, thus lead
to a decline on beauty self-satisfaction and affect one’s self-esteem (Franzoi et al., 2012). Studies
from Ngien (2020) has also reflected that the upward comparison that has been made by the
users are more likely to lead to social anxiety as they rank themselves lower when compared
to someone who is better on social media. Similarly, Lim & Yang (2015) concluded that users
on social media tends to develop upward comparison, which resulted in negative emotions such
as envy and shame while comparing with someone who is deemed superior on the online

networking platform.

Scholars Wang et al, (2017) has provided a theoretical framework when look into the role of
social comparison in association between social networking site and subjective well-being. It
was understood that with the emergence of social media, an “unprecedented volume of personal

information can be a powerful source of social comparison”, as most of the information
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available on the online networking platform are “idealized for the sake of impression
management”, users who consumed such contents would most likely to generate “envy and
negative feelings” when unconsciously evaluating themselves with the users they seen online,
and thus, creating an environment of upward social comparison among the networking users
(Wang et al., 2017). Such can be similarly related to the topic of the study, as female emerging
adults who consumed Douyin which constantly suggesting beauty contents that projected the
stereotypical beauty standards of soft feminine with pale skin, big eyes, sharp features and
flawless skin, such would resulted in an upward comparison among users who were exposed
to that particular contents, and the desire to achieve the beauty attractiveness determined by
the society which projected through the application of Douyin would worsen the self-esteem
of the female emerging adults due to the pressure of fitting into the beauty mold that constructed
by the community, and thus, leading them to have the potential of taking different procedures
in order to conform. With that, a conceptual framework for the study has been created based

on the research questions and research objectives of the study:

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CHAPTER 3
3.1 Research Design

In order to conduct the research to serve the purpose of the study, it is suggested that qualitative
approach with descriptive analysis and semi-structured in-depth interview methodology was
designed to be used to carry out the experiment. Such selection of methodology was supported
by similar research conducted by Wang (2023) that examine the influences of social media on
physical beauty among Chinese youth. In addition to that, scholar, Brouneus has given her
perspective and definition on the methodology of in-depth interviewing while discussing about
the process, skills and ethics of interviews in the research. The researcher quoted “the research
method of in-depth interviewing is used to learn of individual perspectives of one or a few
narrowly defined themes”, which in another words, the methodology applied allows the
researcher of the study to understand more particularly and in-depth on the reasonings behind
the answers that has been given by the respondents (Brounéus, 2011). Not to mention, the
flexibility in conducting semi-structural interview allows the researchers to change the
questions from time to time in order to accommodate the answers or response given by the
respondents throughout the interviewing process, in which such reasonings were also supported
by scholar Brouneus, that the academician quoted, “depending on the interviewee’s answers,
each in-depth interview will take different twists and turns and follow its own winding path —
an important component being to have the freedom to follow up on related themes raised by
the interviewees themselves” (Brounéus, 2011). Thus, with such references above, the study will
be conducted via qualitative approach with the methodology of semi-structured in-depth

interview.

3.2 Sampling

The sampling size will be set at the 25 participants, as according to Bekele and Ago, 20 to 60
participants are the most “frequently observed range of sample size in qualitative research”
(Bekele & Fikire Yohanes Ago, 2022). Additional 5 participants are added to reach the saturation
point. Non-probability sampling with purposive sampling method is suggested to apply for the
study of the research. As the study that will be conducted will be focusing on female emerging
adults who consumed Douyin actively and has been constantly exposed to beauty related posts
on the online networking site, hence it is advisable that the researcher is being given the

freedom and flexibility to filter and look for the relevant respondents that fulfil the
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requirements and serve the purpose of the study. To further support such justification,
researcher Campbell has defined purposive sampling as a sampling methodology in which “is
used to select respondents that are most likely to yield appropriate and useful information and
is a way of identifying and selecting cases that will use limited research resources effectively”
(Campbell et al., 2020). Hence, with such reasonings above, purposive sampling will be applied
when it comes to selection of samples, as it helps to “increase the depth (as opposed to breadth)

of understanding” with the right audiences for the study (Campbell et al., 2020).

3.3 Research Sample

Emerging female adult is being defined as the research sample. As according to the latest
amended to the Youth Societies and Youth Development Act (Amendment) 2019 (Act 669),
youth in Malaysia has now been defined from the age of 15 to 30, which the description of
youth was previously known for 15 to 40 back then (Yunus & Landau, 2019). Other than the legal
definition given by the Federal Constitution of Malaysia, emerging adults can generally being
recognized as people who aged between 18 to 29 years old (University of New Hampshire, 2020).
Such statement was supported by Munsey (2023), in which the scholar explained that this age
group of people are being categorized as emerging adults due to the process of gradually pulling
clear from the struggle of adolescence and starting to be responsible for self, yet still closely
tied to parents and family. Hence, in alliance with the findings above, the research sample will
be focusing on Malaysian female emerging adults who aged between 18 to 29 years old and
consumed beauty contents from Douyin, in which the latter requirements weas given due to

the purpose of the study.

3.4 Instrument

As similar studies and research approaches has been carried out by researcher Parnell (n.d) that
looked into the result in mental well-being due to the social comparison of young women on
the social media platform, Instagram, thus, this research shall adapt questions from the semi-
structural focus group interview formed by the researcher. Based on the adaptation inspired
from the researcher, the questions for the semi-structural focus group interview will investigate

several aspects as per follows:
1. Self-Identification of respondents
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Respondents’ perspective and feelings about others opinion
Respondents’ self-comparison tendency

Douyin usage and content consumption

Respondents’ feelings and self-comparison tendency after consuming beauty contents
on Douyin

6. Respondents’ self-beauty satisfaction, and self-confidence tendency

Other than that, as mentioned previously that Douyin is highly accessible on the Internet, hence,
it is expected that Douyin users are available in all parts of Malaysia. Thus, it is suggested that
Google Meet will be used to carry out the focus groups interviews as the participants are
expected to originate from different part of the community in Malaysia. Other than that, the
application of virtual group interview would provide better convenience for both research and
participants, as the researcher could utilized the online tools provided to record and transcript
the interview, while the participants do not require to put extra efforts and expenses in travelling

for participating the interview.

3.5 Data Collection Procedure

As proposed with the number of sample size, the semi-structural focus group interview will be
split into 5 groups with 5 persons for each group. An estimation of 45 to 60 minutes will be
used to conduct the focus group interviews that asked approximately 10 questions. Subjected
to the methodology, semi-structural interviews that has been applied and the respondents’
answers during the process, the questions may varied depending on the situations to ensure a
better understanding of the answers given by the participants. The interview will focus on two
parts, in which the first part is to understand the comparison tendency and sensitivity of the
respondents when they were compared to other people. Next, the interview shall apply the same
concept on the study by looking into the context of Douyin, however, explore more deeper to
understand the feelings, self-beauty satisfaction, feelings, and self-confidence of the
participants. The interviews will be carried out through Google Meet and the participants will
be informed that the entire process will be recorded for study purposes. Recording tool such as
Vimeo will be used, and the recording will soon transcript y Atlas.tis8 software for further

analysation through coding.
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3.6 Data Analysis

The collected data will soon being analyse through thematic analysis via the method of coding.
According to the definition given by Braune & Clarke, thematic analysis has been highly
applied by many researchers while conducting research with qualitative research, as the
analysing tool offers researcher to be able to “systematically identifying, organising and
offering insights into the patterns of meaning (themes) across a data set” (Braun & Clarke,
2012). To further illustrate on this, the analysing methodology allows the researcher of the
study to interpret the data collected more in-depth, so that reasonings behind each response
given by the respondents can be justified, and such could give researcher a further insight and
explanation on why the behaviour, attitude, perception, value and belief of the responding
individual will be formed. Thus, with such supporting statement above, thematic analysis will
be applied to further analyse and interpret the data collected in this study. As suggested by
scholar Nina, on her journal article, “Learning to Do Qualtitaive Data Analysis: A Starting
Point”, the analysing process of data will go through 7 stages, which inclusive of preparing and
organising the data for analysis, transcribing the data, becoming familiar with the data,
memoing the data, coding the data, moving from codes to categories and categories to theme
and lastly making the analytic process transparent (Nina, 2020). Similar study that looks into
social comparison with the use of social media by Hassim et al. (n.d), the scholars has applied
Atlas.ti8 software for further coding on the data collected through focus group interview in
order to determine the themes and the initial coding. Hence, with the references above, Atlas.ti8

software will be suggested and applied for the process of analysation.

3.8 Ethical Consideration

Ethics approval form for the study will be obtained prior to approaching the 25 respondents
mentioned above. Only interviewees who have signed in written form and send back the ethics
approval form will be recruited for the study. Confidentiality was assured by de—identifying

the participants, as the names of the participants will be replaced with numerical codes.
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CHAPTER 4

4.1 Overview

The research samples have been group into 6 focus groups based on their availability and

conveniency of the date and timeslots provided. Virtual Interviews links were sent to each

respondent based on the timeslots respondents have secured with researchers. Invited

respondents are given the flexibility to not switched on their camera to reveal themselves and

communicate in Chinese to create a more comfortable environment and smoother conversation

among the respondents.

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4.2 Douyin’s Beauty Standards And Its Effects Towards Emerging Female Adults

4.2.1 Respondents perspective on Douyin s Beauty standards

Most of the respondents have concluded that the beauty standards presented on Douyin mostly
involved the structured and defined facial features with dolly eyes as well as tall and skinny
body figures. In terms of skin complexity, respondents were exposed to content creators that

have flawless and fair skin, which such give them the impression of soft femineity.

For instance, taking Focus Group 1 to further illustrate, both Interviewee A and Interviewee B
agreed that the current C-POP idol sensation, Ju Jingyi is the perfect example that portrait the
current beauty standards that appear on Douyin, as their Douyin page are full of contents about

her physical appearance. Interview B has quoted:

“teanii T — B AR E . REHEHRILRAIE, BRAE, RERAREH
XEMESNRIERESHBES.

(Ju Jingyi has always appeared on my Douyin, and it makes me understand that the apperance

of Ju Jingyi set the benchmark of the society s beauty standards)

Interviewee D and Interviewee E further elaborated on the beauty standards that appeared on
the platform, Douyin, by specified that they would constantly being exposed to Chinese
artists such as “H & (Bailu), which give public the impression of soft femineity.

Similarly, Interviewee G also shared the same perspective as Interviewee A and Interviewee
B, which Interviewee G stressed out that the female that appeared on Douyin are mostly tall,
skinny and have dolly big eye. As much as Interviewee G observed the trend on the portrayal
of beauty standards on Douyin, yet Interviewee G has expressed concerns about the extreme
and never-ending evolution of beauty standards that have been set for emerging female adults

on the platform, as she quoted:

(The platform has set a nurture a phenomenon where users have to be a perfectionist in terms
of body figure and physical appearance. Having fair skin, slim body figure and soft femine look
are unable to satisfy the concept of ‘attractive’. Now, other than being skinny, you also need to
have an hourglass body, and also need to know how to dress and makeup yourself, which is

impossible.)

The benchmark that set the beauty standards which reflected on Douyin are getting higher
and higher, as Interviewee H and Interviewee I shared the thoughts that having hourglass
body is now the trend that have been asserted on women. For example, Interviewee |
mentioned coming across a user-generated content that evaluate and analyze female Douyin

users, which Interviewee I stated:

(The content creator will live streaming on Douyin and look for the profile of female content
creators, and evaluate them according to 3 grades — S, A and B. If youre graded as S, you re
a perfect female content creator, which normally they will browse through your profile, look at
your facial appearance. Having bigger boobs and longer legs would add on more bonus [for

them to evaluate])

As one of the female content creators who have been scanned and analyzed by the above
content creator before, Interview I shared the comments received, which Interviewee I found
it “4£ 5 (frustrating)” and “RA%L37 (impolite)* for being commented on her physical
appearance, which Interviewee I’s eyes, nose and head has been circled and commented by the

content creator with “Fi3LIRS (forehead very big)” and its not small enough to fit into the

current beauty standards.
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However, different from other interviewees, Interviewee P noticed that as much as being thin
and slim are the current beauty sensation that has been trending all over Douyin, yet there are
people disagree on such beauty standards on the platforms, which netzines would comment

“E BB —KA (Slim like a piece of paper)” and “E FFr AR (malnutrition)”, which

Interviewee P found those comments as criticism.

In conjunction to Interviewee P, Interviewee Q highlighted that the definition of slim and thic
are very different based on the understanding that the general public have as compared with

the definition that exist on Douyin, as Interviewee Q quoted:

“BI—ERETE E LR E social media BIFRFAMNEE, MIESILRES, HIttRE
B, tERFER. fEBEMTIATIEHAMEE but ELMMI 0 R MA:, SR
9f, REEEEEENBMIIOERBM. FIIBMH, solike end of the day, XFPATIBH
R HIXAREA. BEINTFHOARH, MHFAZREENR... HEMENM
B, MRERE FRERE. "

(There s one time in which many social media, inclusive of Douyin, they would keep suggesting
thin and slim body figure as a definition of pretty. And even the contents on Douyin mentioned
about fat, the portrayal of it is not what we expected, in fact, are those girls with hourglass
body figure. So, at the end of the day, the definition of fat on Douyin isn t really the fat that we

generally understood, in fact, it is being chubby to the point you have obvious boobs and hips)

Interviewee W realized that both contents and the users from the platform — Douyin, has been
harsh to female who are generally known as “fat”, which she pointed out that because users
would unconsciously compared people who fits into the typical-generally-accepted stereotype,
who are with soft feminine physical features and slim hour glass body figure, with people
whose their looks fall beyond the beauty standards, in order to classify good or bad and create
a value to label each of them, and thus, people who are considered fat on Douyin, would always

perceived as negative.

All in all, it is notable that the beauty standards of Douyin have a clear benchmark for emerging
female users, which they should be perfect in many ways. In terms of facial features, dolly big

eyes with structured and defined facial appearance is a must, with flawless and fair skin in
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terms of skin complexity, and an on-going higher expectation on body figure, which currently

having slim, but hour-glass figure is the current trend and sensation.

4.2.2 Douyin's beauty standards and its effect on self-beauty satisfaction on emerging female
adults

Majority of the interviewees have responded that the exposure of Douyin beauty contents have
affected in real life, in which they would seek for feel unsatisfied with their current physical
appearance and seek for temporarily changes such as filters, photoshop, makeup, dress up,
facials and exercise, as well as permanent modification such as plastic surgery, teeth

orthodontics, and liposuction procedures.

For instance, Interviewee E, who is confident about own physical appearance, highlighted that
having a comparatively flat nose from Douyin beauty standards has motivated Interviewee E
to go for plastic surgery, which Interviewee E admitted that modification on face, lips, eyes and

shoulders have done before to feel more comfortable.

(The motive is to make myself look more appealing, so I could be more confident. So, I'm
currently modifying myself based on what I desired to look like, that's why I would go with

plastic surgery. And now, I'm saving money to do my nose, I'm currently surveying)

Having similar thoughts as Interviewee E, Interviewee C who see herself as normal, also raised
the interest in undergoing modifications through plastic surgery, as Interviewee C shares
similar facial features as Interviewee E, having a flat nose. Yet, at the current moment due to
financial burden, Interviewee C would like to go with teeth orthodontics first, with the first
concern of changing the facial features to be more structured, defined and smaller, without

going through plastic surgery, but in a more affordable and painless procedure.
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As much as Interviewee A and Interviewee B who are both confident about their physical
appearance, agreed that they have been exposed to beauty contents that emphasize on the
beauty standards of big dolly eyes and slim body figures, yet both of them have disagree that
the contents have significantly affected them to the extend where they would consider going

for permanent modification due to health concern. As Interviewee B quoted:

(I mean I used to consider of taking plastic surgery procedure to have double eyelid, yet as 1
grow older, such thoughts slowly faded away. Because thinking in long terms, you re doing it
for the sake of feeling attractive, which is all temporary, how about when you re old and let
the side effect of the plastic surgery affect you? Thus, I don't want to experience that. Now, [
would prefer to grow old gracefully as I think such do not worth the risk)

Both Interviewee A and Interviewee B express a strong sense of confidence when assessing
their current physical appearance. However, it is evident that when contemplating body
modifications to align with Douyin's prevailing beauty standards, both Interviewee A and B
would contemplate undergoing plastic surgery. Nevertheless, the likelihood of actually
proceeding with such procedures appears relatively low. Interviewee B emphasized a

significant apprehension regarding potential side effects, raising concerns about the

associated risks. Moreover, Interviewee B clarified “tt EE T EERENAE L X EM
HRE, MAZEN T FEZE (more because from a healthy perspective rather than for the

beauty)to undergo such modifications would be driven by necessity rather than a mere desire
for conformity”. Therefore, it is apparent that when considering their physical appearance,
both Interviewee A and B do not exhibit a sense of urgency or desperation for altering their
body shapes. However, when evaluating the significance of online validation, participants
were queried about their inclination to seek approval through "Likes" and comments on

platforms such as Douyin or other social media channels, as Interviewee A responded that:
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“DB, B2 AR EIFLIEW ., for certain post, Like, if 3 post Fe 2 L 20 [Y predict
Ffh—ERBRDNlike T, B—ESKE. AABAEILBECHE XFEENTUE
Z| double confirm AP like BLIXFE/D . I 52 part of where I validate myself”

(I will choose to close it off, for certain post. Like if I can already predict that the post will
less likely to have less like, I will choose to close the likes numbers, because I dont want to
see and remind myself like double confirm, I only get that much of like. I thnk that’s where the
part I would validate myself)

Hence, based on the aforementioned responses, it becomes evident that the high confidence
exhibited by both Interviewee A and Interviewee B is closely tied to the validations they receive
from social media. This is particularly noteworthy when their physical attributes align with the
prevailing beauty standards on Douyin. In such instances, they are more likely to feel confident,
given their reliance on likes, comments, and feedback from the online community. The positive
affirmations received through social media serve as validations, reassuring them that they are
deemed attractive according to the current beauty standards. Consequently, even though they
may contemplate body modifications, their underlying confidence persists due to the

affirmation they derive from online interactions.

Similar to Interviewee C and E, Interviewee I and J also struggle with not having defined and
structured facial features, which lead them to have the thoughts of undergoing plastic surgery
in the future. However, due to financial constraints at the current moment, both Interviewee I
and J relied on makeup and photoshop as a temporary modification on their facial features,

which Interviewee J mentioned that she would “BER7 (Smoothen out the skin)” and “ & /)
— . (edit the nose to become smaller)” and would soon proceed to go with plastic surgery to

have double eyelid and smaller nose in the future.

Being generally perceived as fat and always feeling anxious about her body figure, Interviewee
J also further explained that the slightly bigger chest as compared to females on Douyin has
constantly make Interviewee J feel insecure, which Interviewee J has also considered to
proceed with plastic surgery for long-lasting effect. Yet at the current moment, Interviewee J
has been using clothing to cover up body part that Interviewee J felt insecure, which such has

shared similarity with Interviewee F in which Interviewee F would try to mix and match
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different clothing to style out different wardrobe to conceal parts which Interviewee F deemed

as flaws.

Despite being confident about own self, yet born with comparatively tanner skin tone,
Interviewee L struggled with having comparatively fair skin as exposed to through Douyin
beauty standards, which Interviewee L sooner explained that photoshop and filters are some of
the tools Interviewee L would use to when it comes to posting on social media such as Douyin
to conceal what Interviewee L deemed as flaws. However in real life, Interviewee L would
apply makeup to look more fair, which Interviewee L expressed her anxiety on unable to
achieve the stereotypical beauty standards and in real life. As much as photoshop and filters
are able to adjust Interviewee L’s skin tone, yet in real-life Interviewee L unable to do much

modification about it, which feedbacks such as “[] Po BY8E 5 NME{RIE, E{EE{RKAIE"

(The photo you just posted doesn t look like you, are you sure it’s you?”. The constant exposure
on Douyin beauty standards on having the obsession with fair skin has led to Interviewee L
having the thought that only having fair skin would look more attractive as compared to the tan

skin Interviewee L was naturally born, which Interviewee L quoted:

“BEREN, XEFRM. HERRERITERE XL, BEHRISIRAM beauty
standards FEEARIR—ER B, RTGEEXLERT, REIRBFTEREER,
RERFGHAREEN. FNEHNRS, BRI ACRAERT, 788FAC
FRtEERe.

(Douyin has affected me. I saw a lot of beautiful Chinese females and kept being told that the
current beauty standards inclusive of being fair, only then you’ll be considered pretty, which
is why it gives me the thought that my skin colour which is darker is not attractive. Hence,
every time when I used photoshop, I will adjust to the maximum, to make myself fair and to

look nicer.)

In terms of body figures, many has shared that the constant exposure of slim and hourglass
body beauty standards has motivated them to build a slimmer body figure after comparing

themselves with females on the Douyin platform. As much as they would love to cut down
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their weight for the sake of confirming into the beauty standards, however, most of them find

it challenging, as Interviewee U quoted:

(There was one time I was so too extreme in cutting down the weight. I choose not to eat any
rice, but only boiled chicken breast and forced myself to exercise more than an hour a day just
to have beautiful hourglass body figure. However due to this kind of irregular diet, it has
affected my mental health and my emotions as well, In which caused me to eat even more
because I was feeling unhappy. After I ate, 1 felt bad, and forced myself to throw out. I spent

quite some time to regulate my routine.)

All in all, as much as some of the respondents are confident about their physical apperance, yet,
with the constant exposure of certain beauty standards through social media platform that has
been highly used, for instance, Douyin, it is undeniable that the users would be unconsciously
affected, by having the intention of modifying their physical appearance, starting from the most

accessible filters and photoshop, to dietary, makeup, dress up and even plastic surgery.
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4.3 Douyin Beauty Standards in shaping societal expectations on physical appearance
Most of the respondents has agreed that physical appearance has played an important role in
society and believed that beauty contents of Douyin creates a significant impact in

contributing towards such societal expectation.

For instance, Interview L mentioned that the current working environment that Interviewee L
is doing have favoritism towards girls who align with the beauty standards presented on

Douyin, which is female who have strong soft femineity and big dolly eyes, as she quoted:

“BEIEREANER, AISRBEER, RE—E2RWi]EHE —252 chubby
face BER—EERE, ABREMNZENEAEE. EHABIREARRBR cute R
Fi21R innocent face AYBNTE, B RBEREMERTF. ©

(The type of girls who are like a cat, which their eyes are dolly-big and round, face can be
slightly chubby, but most importantly, she must be thin. I can tell they like this kind of style.
Else, the type of girls who wear glasses, but must look innocent and protective)

Agreed with Interviewee L, Interviewee K also noticed the privileged provided to females
who consists of the characteristics of Douyin beauty standards would be more likely to have

more opportunities, as Interviewee K mentioned in terms of work “f{f&f &R active 1R
BB EEITIREIZ (people would be more active to help out and answers females who

are deemed more attractive)”, as it creates the great and nice impression for people around.

On the other hand, Interviewee I, who have shared about the past experiences of being
evaluated and criticized on Douyin as the appearance that Interviewee I has are deemed to be
not “attractive” as according to the beauty standards on the Chinese platform, which such have
made Interviewee | having the thought that appearance that fit into the current stereotype are
extremely important, as the constant criticism of not conform into the beauty standards has
caused Interviewee I to feel anxious and doubt about own physical appearance, which

Interviewee I explained,

am I that not good enough? Douyin really affected me a lot)

Agreed with Interviewee I that physical appearance played an important role, Interviewee J

further elaborated that such thoughts were given due to FOMO (the fear of missing out), as
Interviewee J mentioned, “f+ A LI, A R AT ARBEERXF T B Eh2HSE
THENRRXBFILIARSERRNAEZEXINT, BHRAEREZEBXNN (Pilates, or
whatever makeup trend, they actually affected me a lot, knowing that these are the current trend,

I need to go and follow the trend)”.

While Interviewee F accepted the fact that in reality, physical appearance are extremely
important in different aspect of life, yet Interviewee F would also highlight that ones should
always put own mental health first and go easy on yourself if ones are unable to achieve the
beauty standards of the society. Same goes for Interviewee W who acknowledge the existence

of pretty privilege, yet most importantly is to be confident, as Interviewee W think that “F 5
BURENAKRER, AAMFANBIEE—EHEENE, REATRESTR? B
BT IRIBE R (1t is a very unhealthy phenomenon to constantly chasing the wave or trend

of ever-changing beauty standards to conform because it would be impossible to keep on

following the trend, unless you’re rich)”.

On the other hand, Interviewee G shared a very different opinion as compared to the rest of the
respondents. With high confidence on own appearance, and lack of constant interest in makeup
and fashion despite being exposed to beauty contents on Douyin, Interviewee G thinks that
there are more other aspects of life to focus on when it comes to the real world, which inclusive

of “SIRE, B, XHF KT (Poor and wealth, fame, these kind of stuff)”. In other words,

Interviewee G thinks that appearance do not play much of an impact to real life, in fact,

monetary and power hold are more impactful in a realistic and logical point of view.
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Chapter 5

5.1 Conclusion

The focus group interviews, conducted with 25 respondents, effectively reflected the first
objective. The portrayal of females on the Douyin platform has communicated beauty standards
encompassing soft femininity, dolly eyes, a structured and defined figure, flawless skin, and a
slim body. This portrayal has influenced society's perception of beauty standards, shaping how
emerging female adults are evaluated and defined in the real world. Several respondents
emphasized the importance of aligning with societal stereotypes regarding physical appearance.
They noted that doing so not only provides more opportunities but also grants privileges, as
possessing an acceptable physical appearance leaves a positive impression. Additionally, some
respondents expressed concerns about the fear of criticism and the fear of missing out by not
conforming to the prevailing physical appearance trends in society. Given the elevated beauty
standards for females and the ongoing evolution toward more extreme standards, respondents
who do not conform or fall outside these norms experience insecurity. They feel at risk of being
perceived as unattractive. In response, these individuals explained that they would go to great

lengths, either temporarily or permanently, to fit into the accepted category.

The second objective of the research is evident in the focus group interviews. One Douyin
content creator, interviewed as part of the study, expressed a desire for validation from online
users and fans as it contributes to building her confidence. However, when the interviewee
began comparing herself to other Douyin content creators and engaging in discussions with
online users, doubts about her physical attractiveness arose. The constant exposure to Chinese
beauty standards, particularly the emphasis on fair skin, led the interviewee to edit photos and
apply filters. This effort was driven by a desire to align with prevailing beauty standards, hoping
to receive similar validations. When others pointed out differences in the interviewee's skin
tone between photos and real life, it created a sense of intimidation. Additionally, some
respondents faced insecurities and anxiety about their facial features due to constant exposure
to structured and defined facial characteristics on Douyin. This comparison with other users
prompted some to take extra measures to modify their faces. Beyond facial features and skin
complexity, the current trend of not only being slim but also having an hourglass body figure
has led some respondents to adopt extreme diets, negatively impacting their mental and

physical health. Despite having a healthy body weight, which is considered relatively fat by
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Douyin's beauty standards, a few respondents have taken steps to conceal what they perceive
as flaws. This includes clothing choices to cover up their bodies and, in some cases, considering
liposuction procedures. These behaviors reflect the long-term impact of standardized beauty

standards on Douyin, fostering unconscious comparisons among respondents.

It's worth noting that half of the respondents who experience increased self-confidence after
consuming Douyin beauty content would not entertain the idea of undergoing permanent body
modifications. Instead, they opt for temporary changes such as makeup, dressing up, photo
editing, filters, gym workouts, and pilates. On the other hand, the remaining half of confident
respondents either have undergone permanent modifications like plastic surgery or are
contemplating such actions. This suggests that those not considering body modifications either
naturally align with mainstream beauty standards or have received sufficient validations,

fostering confidence unaffected by societal norms.

Conversely, respondents with high self-confidence resulting from plastic surgery indicate that
their confidence is built upon conforming to societal norms, driving a desire for further body
modifications to align with prevailing beauty standards. Regardless, it is evident that
individuals with high confidence in their appearance heavily rely on online validations. This
indicates that their confidence is shaped by online comments and likes, suggesting that
confident respondents either align with Douyin's beauty standards or aspire to reach the

benchmark of attractiveness set by the platform.

The results also reveal a polarized perspective among respondents. Some lacking confidence
yet seeking high online validations consider extreme measures for permanent body
modifications, relying strongly on online validation. In contrast, other respondents, while not
entirely confident in their current appearance, feel comfortable and accepting of their looks.
They place less emphasis on online validation, explaining their choice to avoid permanent body
modifications. Instead, they enjoy their current appearance, acknowledging that it may not

align with societal perceptions of attractiveness.
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5.2 Limitations

Due to the virtual nature of the interviews, there have been instances where respondents either
switched sessions or were absent, resulting in an uneven distribution of participants across the
focus groups. This indirectly impacted the quality of the results, as some discussions were
hindered by the discomfort of talking within very small or overly large groups. For instance, in
Focus Group 2, the smallest group, and in Focus Group 4, one participant responded passively
due to a lack of two-way communication with another interviewee. In the latter case, it's also
evident that one respondent remained mostly silent, likely because of the crowded setting that
didn't afford them the opportunity to speak. To enhance the quality of discussions and generate
more diverse opinions and ideas, it is recommended to balance the number of respondents in
each interview session. This adjustment would create a more comfortable environment and

facilitate smoother interactions between participants.

Additionally, some respondents exhibited shyness and were reluctant to engage in discussions
with other interviewees during focus group sessions. This trend was particularly noticeable in
a few of the focus groups, where certain participants only responded when prompted by the
researcher's specific questions, and some opted to abstain from addressing particular inquiries.
Despite being a focus group interview, the majority of the communication in these three
sessions was limited to a single two-way exchange. In essence, most interviewees seemed
disinclined to engage in discussions with their peers, sharing differing thoughts, and appeared
primarily interested and responsive in communicating with the researcher alone. It is
hypothesized that if the focus group interviews had taken place in a physical, face-to-face
setting, participants might have felt more emboldened and willing to express their thoughts and
perspectives on the research topic. This could have led to a more dynamic exchange of ideas

among respondents within the focus group.
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5.3 Recommendations

Given that beauty standards encompass facial features, skin complexity, and body figures, it is
recommended to narrow the scope of the study on beauty standards. The current study's scope
is too broad, resulting in a less focused and saturated research outcome. For instance, some
respondents express dissatisfaction with body figures, while others focus on skin complexity
or facial features. This divergence in focus has led to fewer discussions among respondents due
to varying interests in specific aspects of beauty. Therefore, it is suggested that future research
narrow down the scope of beauty standards to enhance focus and facilitate more meaningful

discussions among participants with common interests in a particular aspect of beauty.

Furthermore, it is recommended that the research methodology shift to one-on-one interviews
instead of focus groups. The discussion of beauty standards and self-beauty satisfaction can be
considered sensitive in a Chinese community, as highlighted in Chapter 2 regarding the
emphasis on physical appearance in Asian communities. Given the sensitivity of the topic,
some respondents may feel uncomfortable sharing their personal stories in a group setting,
deeming such narratives as intimate and private. This discomfort may lead to reticence and
reduced responsiveness during the research, potentially compromising the accuracy of the
results. Therefore, for a more in-depth exploration and analysis of this topic, future research is

advised to opt for one-on-one interviews.
